Wildblue

On December 8th the Wildblue
1 satellite was launched aboard
an Ariane 5 rocket and is
planned to be operational April
12th. Wildblue Corp. offers
high-speed Internet access
via satellite to almost all of
the contiguous United States.
Presently, service is shared with
others on the Anik F2 satellite
(i's Canadian
what’s that tell ya).
For those rural
dwellers without the
usual broadband
options, internet
via satellite may be
the way to go. This
new satellite will
triple their capacity
and so lessen
restrictions on heavy bandwidth
users under Wildblue’s “Fair
Access Policy “, where heavy
users may be restricted at times
to give other users a chance.

These satellite internet systems
use frequencies similar to
satellite television (Ka band)
and is also subject to similar
reception problems in severe
weather.

We were just talking about
what it might cost to get
internet via satellite at the pizza
get together so here ya go.
Depending on which package
you choose, they charge from
$49.95, to $79.95 per month
depending upon the speed you
select which is from 512 Kbps
to 1.5 Mbps receive mode (up
to 30 times as fast as dial-up);
and from 128 Kbps to 256 Kbps
send mode. However, you also
have to pay for the equipment

- $299, and an installation fee
of $179.95 along with a 1 year
commitment just to get going.
You get from 5 to 10 email
addresses and up to 20 Mb of
web space. No other internet
provider is needed. If you sign
up before the end of the year
they will wave the installation
fee. If you are traveling, your
email can be accessed via
webmail.

Cable modems
typically receives
about 25 times dial-
up and sends at 512
Mbs. (These speeds
may vary with local
internet demand.)
So if you can hold
out until April 12th
they can aim your
dish toward the new satellite
and you’ll be on the internet
just like big city folk, For more
information go to wildblue.com.
