Trackpad 
Software Update

When the new G4 PowerBooks
were released in January of 2005 
they included a new technology 
called Scrolling Trackpad.  With 
this new feature a user of these 
new PowerBooks could scroll 
through large documents on the 
screen vertically and horizontally 
without using the scrollbar or 
scroll arrows found on the right 
and bottom of the document.  The 
user accomplishes this by placing 
two fingers side by side on the 
trackpad and moving them up and 
down or right and left.  This saves 
the user time because they don’t 
need to move their mouse pointer 
over to the scroll bar or scroll 
arrows to move around in a long 

(or wide) document.
If you bought a shiny new 
Aluminum Macintosh PowerBook 
G4 before January 2005 only to 
be envious of this new feature 
don’t trade in your PowerBook just 
yet.
